Gender and Contemporary Pop Culture – WRIT 101 Section 10, CRN 50710

In this particular seminar, we will use writing to describe, investigate and analyze those aspects of our culture that surround our everyday lives, particularly advertisements, reality television programs and films. We will refuse to take pop culture at face value—as mindless entertainment—and, instead, dig under its façade in order to uncover how it not only influences our attitudes, beliefs and values about gender and sexuality but can actually contribute to our own sense of being masculine, feminine or somewhere in-between. By critically questioning—through writing and discussion—how our pop culture represents images of men, women and sexuality, we will come to read ads, reality television programs and films as political texts that inform our choices and that socialize and discipline even as they entertain.

We will explore this specific theme as it emerges from the broader problematic of appearance and reality as manifest in classic & contemporary works of speculative science-fiction & fantasy. Throughout our thematic exploration we will stress the foundations of a strong academic style. Part of the course will show students how to build up a paper out of the questions we pose as readers and edit our final papers into an answer to our initial questions. In the process of learning this method we will learn to summarize, to quote and to advance our claims while situating them within the context of an ongoing discussion. The course places special emphasis on the dialogue and revision process that underlies strong writing.

Art and Propoganda – WRIT 101 Section 15, CRN 51023

It is an instrument of war.” Pablo Picasso This course examines how western artists have used art to support, create, or even defy contemporary social, political, and religious expectations. We will explore a variety of topics ranging from images of kingship to Nazi propaganda. Students will compare primary source documents examining the role of the Counter-Reformation and the Inquisition to records from Robert Mapplethorpe’s highly publicized 1990 obscenity trial in Cincinnati, Ohio. Research visits to the Tacoma Public Library (downtown Tacoma) and local museums are required.
