· Examples:  Jones_Mary_UGFall2010.  Use the term in which you will be student teaching.

· Complete the form; type and tab to enter your data.  

· Please prepare and proof your application carefully.  This document will be shared with school district personnel, your Cooperating/Mentor Teacher and Principal.  It’s possible that a school district could decline your application based on a poorly prepared document.

· Before Nov 1 (for Spring student teaching) or Apr 1 (for Fall student teaching), meet with your advisor to review your Academic Program Contract (APC) and to be sure you have a plan to meet all requirements.  Bring a printed copy of your completed Student Teaching Application with you for your advisor to sign (for your file).
ADDITIONAL INFORMATION ABOUT YOUR PLACEMENT:
· There are many factors contributing to the placement process.  We cannot guarantee that you will be placed in the districts or schools that you have chosen.
· You cannot be placed in a school where a relative is employed or attends. Please keep us advised.
· The Education Department and the district will determine your final placement site.
· NOTIFICATION OF PLACEMENT:  The Placement Coordinator will contact you via phone or email after your placement is confirmed.  You should be aware that placements are confirmed at various times, depending on the access and procedures within each school district.  At times, the Placement Coordinator will call a teacher candidate to clarify placement requests, to advise regarding specific district requirements or that a placement may be delayed.  The Placement Coordinator will work as expeditiously as possible, and will contact you.  Please be patient.
