
  

Financial Aid for Summer Term is offered to Graduate Students and Continuing Undergraduate PLU Students only, and only Di-
rect Loan, Pell Grant and Alternative loans are available.  To qualify for Direct Loans students must be registered at least half -time 
(6 credits for undergraduates, 4 credits for graduates). The amount of Direct Loan eligibility for Summer Term is dependent upon the 
student’s enrollment for subsequent terms.  The student’s annual loan eligibility will be divided equally over the number of terms for 
which he/she will be enrolled at least half-time.   
(Example:  A Dependent Junior/Senior student enrolled summer/fall/spring has an annual loan eligibility of $7500 combined subsi-
dized and unsubsidized Direct Loan.  That $7500 will be divided into three disbursements of $2500.)
