HPRB Review Process for Student Researchers




Expedited Review












Full Board Review

Submits completed form and all required attachments to Faculty Sponsor.

Reviews materials.  


Returns proposal to student for revision or for submission to hprb@plu.edu








Unit Designate


Reviews materials.


Returns proposal to student for revision or 


forwards to HPRB with recommendation for 


expedited or full review.





Allow seven to ten days for this stage.








HPRB Chair


Reviews materials.  Contacts researcher with one of the following decisions: (1) approval; (2) approval with stipulations [most common]; (3) no approval [proposal must be rewritten and resubmitted from step 1].





If approval with stipulations is granted, the researcher must respond to the stipulations and await final approval from the Chair prior to beginning any work with human participants.





Allow seven to ten days for this stage.





HPRB Committee


The committee meets twice per month to complete full reviews (see website or contact HPRB chair for meeting schedule).  After the meeting, the HPRB chair will contact the researcher with one of the decisions described under expedited review.





Allow two to three weeks for this stage.





Provost’s Office


Processes the proposal and notifies HPRB chair and appropriate unit designate.





Allow two to three working days for this stage.
