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In his 28th year at PLU, Dr. Lenny Reisberg continues to model what it means to be an exemplary citizen, demonstrating academic leadership and influence in the life of the School of Education and Movement Studies, the university, his profession and community. 

Lenny has had a distinguished record of service in the School of Education and the School of Education and Movement Studies, serving as the Graduate Coordinator for Special Education (1982-1986), Chair of Special Education (1986-1993), Associate Dean of the School of Education (1993-1998), and most recently as director of the Educational Administration Programs, and Technology Support Specialist. (2007-2008). As the Graduate Coordinator and Chair of Special Education, Lenny helped establish a highly respected and successful program that has helped educate many of today’s area school district superintendents, principals, and teachers. 

Lenny has served on diverse and important faculty committees that have helped to build policies and improve services of the university’s key offices.  He has chaired the Faculty Affairs Committee (1995-1996) and Graduate Council (1995-1998), and served as Vice Chair of the Faculty (1998-1999).  The depth of Lenny’s service contributions is reflected in his taking on the position of interim dean for Information Services in the spring of 1999 and subsequently holding the position of Dean of Information Services (2000-2001). 

As one colleague put it, “Lenny is a tireless contributor to this university. . . .Through his contributions of time, expertise, and energy, junior faculty can see modeled what it means to be a committed exemplary educator.”

Throughout his career and life, Lenny has been a dedicated and productive contributor to those organizations committed to improving the educational and life chances of historically under-served children and youth.  He works with a wide array of organizations and has developed an impressive network of community activists, educators, legislators, journalists, and executives of non-profits and for-profit businesses. Examples of his service include the Lakewood Community in Schools program, Tacoma Communities in Schools, and Temple Beth El.

For his exemplary service to the university and to his profession as an educator, Pacific Lutheran University bestows on Dr. Lenny Reisberg the 2008-2009 Faculty Excellence Award for Service.
