Additional Items

Jennifer Wambolt to discuss lock down drill
· Drill was March 1st, 2011

· Practiced Modified Lock Down: response to a threat to the campus, but not specifically PLU; going on around campus but not direct threat to PLU.

· Results:

· People were unsure about what modified lockdown meant & what to do

· PLU might go back to teaching and practicing full lockdown, then back off when necessary

· Some buildings worked, others did not

· Design error and employee response error

· 4 communication systems tested
· Blue phone speakers – worked

· Cable emergency messaging system through Comcast (message seen through TV screens in UC and around campus) – worked

· Phone tree – Partial failure causing major breakdown of tree.  1 person did not treat message as urgent; and 1 person forgot about the phone tree protocol and just hid.
· Text message system – vendor changed website, so Campus Safety could not complete sending out the message; normally used buttons were hidden and angry computer messages were flashing at them.  Current system is a marketing tool, not meant to be used for emergency purposes.
· Sign up to receive emergency text messages on Campus Safety website

· Other systems/suggestions:

· Should have also tested email, but Jennifer thought 4 was enough

· New system to try next Fall: Pierce County Alert System – can send to multiple media devices.  This system is robust and for emergency purposes.  Can also sign up for alerts/warnings on your own through Pierce County Emergency Management website: https://ww2.everbridge.net/citizen/EverbridgeGateway.action?body=home&gis_alias_id=310761 

· Public Announcement system for all buildings not practical – would involve too much wiring

· Do not want to use an alarm inside building – want to be clear that when an alarm sounds, the instinct is to get out of the building

· May be possible to have a blue phone-like system inside buildings with screens for information and directions

New Business
Ian Metz & Wheels Only Lane Presentation

· Ian is currently the ASPLU Executive Senator
· Wheels only lane is in pursuit of safety and sustainability
· Boards are currently allowed on campus as transportation, but do not have proper safety standards
· Lane will improve safety of travel to everyone on campus
· For bikes, boards, wheelchairs, etc.
· Sustainability: encourage students to use wheels instead of driving from upper to lower campus
· Showed map of potential roads/pathways for wheels only lane; ~5500 feet total
· Places of concern: bottom of Hinderlie Hill, in front of Admin, behind Eastvold, and intersection of Ordal & other Halls on upper campus
· Painting:
· PLU painter has equipment that will be used to lines look professionally done
· Volunteers will paint using striping paint every other summer to keep lines fresh
· Width:
· 6 feet for ADA compliance
· 14 feet of travel minimum for 2-way and walkway
· All areas designated on map are 14+ feet
· Restrictions: pedestrians yield to wheels if walking in wheels only lane and vice versa
· Enforcement: no need.  The yielding should become normal and a fully functional idea in 3-4 years with the start of incoming freshman in Fall.
· High Traffic Hours: 7am – 6pm, M-F; height of student traffic
· Signage: Intersections may have yield &/or dismount area signs
· Why do we need this at PLU?
· Safety & comfort of students/staff
· Signing of Talloires Declaration in 2004: “Set an example of environmental responsibility by establishing institutional ecology policies and practices of resource conservation, recycling, waste reduction, and environmentally sound operations.”
· Encourage students/staff to use alternative sustainable forms of transportation
· Streamline travel
· Student Support
· Poll data, conducted Fall 2010: http://www.surveymonkey.com/S/PT5G9TW
· Do you use some form of transportation with wheels? 55% No.  Of those 55%, 44% rode bikes and 23% longboards/skateboards
· Do you think PLU could benefit from a wheels only lane? 86% Yes or somewhat
· Do you feel that adding a lane would improve safety? 64% yes, 22% somewhat
· Do you feel that adding a lane will make travel easier? 64% yes, 22% somewhat
· ASPLU, Sustainability Committee, and Bike Co-op in support of lane
· Timeline: 
· met with Sustainability committee end of March
· Safety Committee presentation April 14th
· Meet for approval the end of April
· Begin painting early summer 2011
· Estimated costs:
· Paint ~$400
· Signage ~$400
· ASPLU senate project fund has a budget that can pay for initial costs and possibly Sustainability can give funds
· Need Safety Committee’s help
· Wants our support
· To be consultant/mentor
· 1-2 email contacts throughout summer
· Risk Management/Concerns
· Blind corners
· How is PLU going to market this?
· Siri Johnson on Sustainability Committee could possibly help roll this out on Earth Day
· Possibly talk about it on Bike to Work Day ~May
· “Bring back the Bike” program
· How will the parkland youth and PLU walkers be educated?
· Hold an open forum and invite community
· Post a notice “Notice to the Public” yellow sign 
· Be a part of Keithly Middle School assembly/meeting & Parkland Community Association meeting
· Still need to create design for lane (just a wheel? Bike?)
· Get together with PLU design team at UCOM
· Look at other campuses (UCSB)
· Put into ASPLU budget for maintenance in future years
· Safety Committee Conclusion

· Good idea, but not ready for painting in May 2011
· Fully support Wheels Only Lane
· Think process is longer than Ian thinks for getting approval!
