· 1 Slip/trip/fall (Dining Services)
· 3 Impacts (Dining Services x2 & Bookstore)
· 3 Sprain/strains (Dining Services x2 & FAMA)
· 2 cut/punctures (Dining Services & FAMA)
· 1 OSHA Recordable because student employee went to emergency room
· Lost time cases
· Strained lumbar region from lifting case of Gatorade – 4 LWD + 7 light days
· Supervisor retrained staff with lifting video & hand-on training
· Sprained back muscle from improper wearing of vacuum back pack – 5 LWD + 21 light duty days
Accident Prevention

· Joe would like to see the Safety Committee as a panel like Voices Against Violence
· How can the committee change the attitude about reporting incidents?
· No one gets in trouble when incident reports are filled out
· Survey Monkey? How safe do people feel at work? Want more training?
· Get a diversified group of people from PLU to discuss it
· Safety Fair? We used to be involved with the Health Fair, but it was not held last year
· EHS will have a table at Benefits Fair focusing on ergonomics and accident prevention
· Safety award? Department or individual – campaign for watching out for others
· Joe’s goal is to have 50% less accidents than the national average
· Joe and Sue will find best practices from model universities
Injury Report Forms
· Should be submitted to HR within 24 hours of incident
· Can it be submitted electronically?
· No – signatures necessary for L&I claims (Laura Fuhrman)
· No – confidentiality (Sue Liden)
· How do we change attitude that it is not a burden to fill it out?
· Form does show up when “Injury Report” is typed into PLU search box
· Raise awareness
· Incidents cost you and PLU money
· Missing work raises workers comp. rates (more comes out of paycheck)
