Who is Eligible to Receive a
Global Scholar Award?

Students with demonstrated high financial need,
as defined by the FAFSA*, are eligible to apply
for the Award.

What Costs Does a Global
Scholar Award Cover?

Students may receive up to $2,500 for a semester-
long study away program. This award is to be used
to cover your costs, such as airfare, passport fees,
immunizations, and in-country daily expenses. It
is not to be used to pay tuition and room & board.

For a January-Term study away course, the
program fee may be reduced up to $1,000.
