	 After your first visit to the system, you can select your own password that will permit you to use all the 
	 system’s features.  
	
	 OPT-OUT.    If you wish to not have your information displayed in the Alumni Online Community, please 	
	 contact The Office of Constituent Relations and ask to have your record hidden from public view.
