   Heads were banging, students were conversing, free ice cream was consumed, and people registered to vote.  On Saturday the 15th over 130 people attended “Rock the Lutedome” in The Cave. PLU’s very own punk band “Goodspeed” led off the concert, followed by “The Phil O’Sullivan Project” lead by PLU alumni Phil O’Sullivan.  The night was rounded off by “The Educataz”, a three man hip hop group out of Bellingham, WA. Throughout the night students enjoyed the music while dancing, rocking out, or just hanging with friends.

The purpose of the event was to raise awareness on the importance of voter registration and to register people to vote.  Over 25 students came to the show and registered, and the value of voting was emphasized between the performances.

The Event was sponsored by the PLU Democrats and KCCR student radio, and was financially supported by the ASPLU appropriations committee.  PLU Democrats President and event organizer Andrew Austin noted, “It is great that ASPLU has appropriations available for clubs so we are able to orchestrate impacting all campus events like ‘Rock the Lutedome’.
