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While observing the world around me, I conjured up several tough questions which I believe can be explained only through theology.  While I will admit that science fascinates me, I do not agree with those who argue there is a scientific explanation for everything.  In my eyes, all aspects of nature which surrounds us contain beauty, intricacy and interdependence.  I need an explanation for why the world works together the way that it does, how the world got to be this way, and even an explanation for how the natural world makes me feel.  Why do I know I am witnessing something that is above and beyond anything humankind could make?  Science shows me how the beauty around me occurs, and a belief in God tells me why.

During my observation of a colony of ants, I let myself watch and wonder at just about everything those ants were doing.  I think that Annie Dillard does this as well.  She notices nearly everything about whatever particular aspect of nature she is watching, and wonders about why that nature works exactly the way that it does.  Both Dillard and I were able to observe and think about the intricacies of nature.  Ants are chock full of intricacies and detail as is the way that ants live together.  They live in huge numbers for safety and survival, and create impressive homes for themselves.  Dillard takes pleasure in noticing this side of nature as well.  For example, the precise way that a water bug kills its prey, or how a muskrat goes about its day.  If the universal laws that science has allowed us to know about would have been any different, these intricacies we call life would not have existed at all.  And it is this point, which Paul Davies speaks of as well, which interests me a great deal.  
Another way, in which I have related to Annie Dillard and her writings, is that we both have the idea of the world having unison to it.  In my attention epistemology paper I spoke of ant colonies and tide pools being like human families.  Animals of the same species group together, whether it is for support, love, or safety, etc. To me, characteristics like this argue that the world is much unified, and it was created this way on purpose by a unifying creator.


Someone who I have very dissimilar opinions from is Richard Dawkins.  Dawkins’ belief is that science should be able to explain every mystery of the universe, that everything can be reduced to a scientific explanation.  I have a different opinion on this, one more similar to Annie Dillard.  Science explains how nature works, but not why it does.  I believe God set these scientific laws in the world, and knows why they work the way they do.
