(Sophomore standing) e South Korea
e Japan e Vietnam

Amount: $2,000 per year
Application: Not required

Housing Grant

Eligibility: Must live on-campus

Amount: $2,500 per year (renewable)

Application: Must submit Housing Application after the student has been admitted and paid
their enrollment deposit.

Visit Scholarship

Eligibility: Students who have attended an official Admission-sponsored on-campus
visit

Amount: $1,000 per year

Application: None. The Visit Scholarship will be automatically awarded.

Artistic Achievement Awards

Eligibility:  Exceptional ability in the fields of studio art, media & design, dance, theatre, and
music

Amount: $1,000 - $7,500 per year (renewable)

Application: Required
