Members of the Ramstad family, alumni, and friends of the Chemistry Department have endowed a fund in honor of Anders and Emma Ramstad. The fund's earnings provide scholarship awards to outstanding chemistry majors. As the first chemistry faculty member at PLU, Dr. Ramstad essentially founded the Chemistry Department at Pacific Lutheran University. He also served the university through a remarkable number of other responsibilities. His wife Emma served as university treasurer and began PLU's work with alumni. The first Ramstad Scholarship was awarded in 1984. In recent years scholarship awards have been up to approximately $1500, depending on whether one or two were awarded.
Eligibile students:

· will have completed or be completing a year of organic chemistry
· have maintained a grade point average of 3.3 overall
· will have a grade point average of at least 3.3 in chemistry courses

· must be enrolled fulltime during the academic year for which the scholarship is awarded

Previous Ramstad Scholarship winners are eligible to apply for the scholarship in subsequent years, but selection of each year’s recipient(s) is handled independent of prior results. 
Additional Selection Criteria:

In addition to the eligibility criteria listed above, other personal attributes are considered. The other attributes include leadership potential, athletic excellence, concern for religious values and institutions, or other evidence of personal accomplishments or social responsibility.
How to Apply:
Complete the application form, including a paragraph that describes your specific interest in chemistry and an essay describing how your personal attributes related to selection criteria listed above.

Applications should be submitted as an email attachment or in printed form to the Chemistry Department Chairperson (chair@chem.plu.edu). The annual deadline for applications is 5:00 p.m. on the first Wednesday of March. The recipient will be announced at the Chemistry banquet.
