	Importance:



	A.  Rituals to get attention

	Can look like:

1. Teacher spot

2. Signal

3. Visual Image

	B.  Providing critical information at beginning

	Can look like:

1. Summarizing key information from previous class

2. Hook to trigger emotional response

3. High level question that requires use of previously learned information

4. Generate hypotheses/predictions

5. Cues, advance organizers

6. Identifying student learning goals (at the end of class this is what you will know)

	C.  Cues, questions and advance organizers

	Can look like:

1. Preview main learnings (cue)

2. Outline of key concepts (cues)

3. High analytical questions to focus on essential learnings (question)

4. Note taking guide that contains relevant and inclusive introductory materials(advance organizer)

5. Misconception/misperception checks  (question)

2. Coming up with metaphors or analogies

3. Summarize information
