Please make sure the following information is included. Written assent may be appropriate for older youth and can be modified from the Signed Consent template.

1. Identify yourself and the context of your study [e.g., “Hello, my name is ___. I’m a college student and I am doing a project for my school. I want to find out what kids your age think about….” “I’m asking for your help because we don’t know very much about….” “This will help me learn ___, so we can help children ___.”]
 
2. What will they be doing? [e.g., “I am going to show you some pictures and ask you some questions about them. There are no right or wrong answers, because this is not a test. I just want to learn about what kids your age think. You can tell me if you want to skip any questions and you can stop any time.”]
 
3. How long will the study take? [e.g., “You’ll watch four videos. Each of them is about two minutes long, and I’ll ask some questions in between. We should be done in 15 minutes/before lunchtime/in time for recess.”]
 
4. Is there an incentive? What is it? [e.g., “Afterwards, you can pick out a small toy/some stickers/some office supplies.” Note:  All children should receive the incentive/reward even if they don’t finish the study.]
 
5. What are the risks, if any, of participating? [e.g., “You might get tired of answering questions.” “You might feel ___ because of some of the questions.” “If that happens, let me know and: we can move on to the next part/we can take a break/I can take you back to your classroom/we can finish another day.”]
 
6. What access will parents, teachers, school personnel, etc. have to their data? [e.g., “We won’t tell your parents, teachers, or anyone else anything you say, unless you say that you are hurting yourself or someone is hurting you.”]
 
7. Will you answer their questions and when?  [e.g., “Do you have any questions for me before we get started?” “You can stop me any time if you have any question.” “Please wait until after the video finishes to ask me any questions. I can answer your questions then.” “If you think of any questions after we finish, you can let your teacher know and they will let me know, so I can answer them.”]
