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For students beginning in Fall 2024, the cost for the 14-month, *36-credit Master of Social Work 
Advanced Standing Program is $30,960 or $860 per semester credit.  

Tuition is based on a cohort model. Students must complete the program with their cohort to remain eligible 
for cohort pricing.   

Total Program Tuition: *$30,960 ($860 per credit) (Pending approval - Subject to change) 

Additional fees include: technology fee ($260/year), wellness fee ($110/year), a one-time matriculation fee
