Departmental Requirements

A minimum grade of C- in all courses required by the major; overall chemistry GPA of 2.00 or
higher.
47 credit hours in Foundation courses and 25 credit hours beyond the Foundation Courses

General Degree Requirements

A minimum of 128 semester hours must be completed with a GPA of 2.00 or higher.

In addition to the requirements of this major, students must complete all other requirements of
the University as listed in the catalog.

At least 8 semester hours for the major must be taken in residence at PLU.

All students must complete a minimum of 40 semester hours of Upper-Division work (300-400
level) which includes courses in the major.

Students should earn 32 semester hours per year to stay on track to graduate in 4-years (which
requires a minimum of 128 semester hours).
