The PLU Urban Habitat Restoration Project is now officially the Fred L. Tobiason
Qutdoor Learning Centepl*We have chosen to name it after Dr. Tobiason to honor
his adVocacy fomhabitat restoration, and to fulfill his intention to create an
education habitat space on campus.
In June 2009, Reed Ojala-Barbour (then a junior) developed an idea for habitat
restoration on campus as a Mithun Sustainability Fellow. He applied for and
received grants from the Green Partnership Fund and the Greater Tacoma
' Community Fund to fund a student position, interpretive signage and native plants.
[ Through his fellowship research, Reed learned about the restoration work Dr.
Tobiason, a PLU class of ‘58 graduate and a Professor of Chemistry from 1966 to
1991, Throughouthis time at PLU, Dr. Tobiason dedicated his time to
'fapulty student undergraduate research in Physical Chemistry. Two research

Faculty-Student Science Research, started by Dr. Tobiason’s cousin Alice, and the
red L. & DorothyA‘!‘*obiason Endowment for Faculty-Student Environmental
eseéfch, started by Chuck Laubach.

1970, Dr. Tobiason advocated for the preservation of the land south of the UC for
aneducational habitat. Dr. Tobiason maintained the area until he retired in
1991. Dr. Tobiason continued his restoration work and is responsible for the
conservation of 100 acres of land near PLU placed into habitat reserves of Pierce
County and the Cascade Land Conservancy.
