



Pacific Lutheran University Bicycle Policy

PURPOSE:

The following rules for bicycles apply to all persons operating any such mode of transportation on University property, all persons operating any such mode of transportation owned by the University, and all persons operating any such mode of transportation during a University event.

DEFINITIONS:

Bicycle – A two wheeled pedalcycle

Pedalcycle – Unicycles, bicycles, and tricycles. Vehicles that are designed to be propelled solely by human power.

BICYCLES:

OPERATION:

All bicycles must be operated according to the Washington State Laws and the corresponding individual county laws, as well as to the rules and regulations contained in this policy.

REGISTRATION:

Any person (student, faculty, or staff of Pacific Lutheran) bringing a bicycle on the University campus may register their bicycle through Campus Safety. Registration is optional, but recommended.

REGULATIONS:

Enforcement of these regulations shall be in effect at all times.

Bicycles may be ridden on all University walkways. Riders may walk or carry their bicycles through the University Center and all residence halls. Riding indoors is not permissible in any University building.

Bicycles shall be parked on campus at places clearly designated by the presence of bicycle racks. Specifically, a bicycle may not be parked in automobile spaces, handrails, shrub or flower beds, streets, or driveways. This also includes on sidewalks or any entrance ways to buildings that hinder pedestrian travel.

While use of bicycle racks is preferred, in the event a bicycle rack is full, the bicycle may be parked in the general vicinity, provided it does not impede pedestrian traffic.

Any bicycle parked at any location of Pacific Lutheran University shall be parked at risk of the owner, and should be locked properly when unattended.

Bicycles may not exceed 5 miles per hour on campus.

PENALTIES:

Violations of these regulations shall subject the violator to penalties as follows:

1. All non-moving violations



$5.00

2. All moving violations




$10.00

(excessive speed, stop sign violations, wrong way on a one way street, running into pedestrians)

3. Parked or affixed to handrails, handicap

$20.00

ramps, wheelchair curb cuts, etc.

(parking is allowed anywhere within ten yards of the University Center, if bikes are locked on a railing but are not impeding the main path or ramp)
